It is not particular as
to soil pH, but grows best in rich soils. It is somewhat tolerant of urban pollution. Consider applying a thick
mulch around the root zone over the growing season to conserve soil moisture. This is a selection of a
native North American species.; however, as a cultivated variety, be aware that it may be subject to
certain restrictions or prohibitions on propagation.
