Consider applying a thick
mulch around the root zone over the growing season to conserve soil moisture. This is a selected variety
of a species not originally from North America, and it is considered by many to be an heirloom variety.;
however, as a cultivated variety, be aware that it may be subject to certain restrictions or prohibitions on
propagation.
